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It is a pleasure to provide you with the 6th Annual Citizens Report for the
Town of Braselton. This report will highlight several key accomplishments and pro-
vide a summary of financial results for the Town during 2008.

During this fiscal year, we have seen a significant slowdown in the overall
economy. The housing market and associated businesses are experiencing harsh eco-
nomic times. In spite of these economic conditions, 2008 was a good financial year for
the Town. Our general governmental net assets grew by over 1.3 million dollars and
currently stand at 25 million doll ars.
more than 3.5 million dollars and now stand at over 16.4 million dollars.

Our redevelopment plans for historic downtown Braselton continue to move for-
ward. The Jackson County Board of Commissioners approved funding for the Tax Al-
location District and the Town began acquiring rights  -of-way for the Highway 53 in-
tersection project. Construction of this important project will begin after all rights -of-
way acquisition is completed.

This year we will be updating Braselt:q
process will involve our citizens in numerous ways, including three public meetings.
We urge all citizens to become engaged in this process, as more than half of our citi-
zens moved into Braselton since the original plan was completed in 2003. Thisis a
opportune time to evaluate where we are and where we want to go as a community.
