The project is in downtown Braselton on SR 53 and SR124.
Within the project corridor, the existing typical section of SR 53
consists of two 13-foot travel lanes with 17-foot outside shoulders
including ditches. The existing right-of-way along SR 53 is
approximately 60 feet wide.

The project area is adjacent to numerous businesses and
municipal buildings in Braselton. Utilities are located in the
project area. Sidewalks in the area are limited and in poor or
failing condition.

The intent of the Project Sponsor (Town of Braselton) is to
enhance the streetscape features and sidewalks within downtown
Braselton between the Braselton-Hoschton Boundary to the S.R.
53/S.R. 124 intersection.

The proposed project is considered Phase 1. The project would
consist of the construction of sidewalks, curb and gutter, lighting
and landscaping on both sides of SR 53 between SR 124 south
0.26 mile (1,400 feet) to the Hoschton City Limit, a point 200 feet
south of Henry Street.

Additional landscaping will be provided along SR 124, including
portions of the existing right-of-way of SR 124 to be abandoned
and a new parking area to be constructed under the SR 124
intersection improvements.

A portion of the project will be designed in conjunction with the
SR 124 intersection improvement, P.l. SO06782. The installation
of curb and gutter, drainage structures, and sidewalks, meeting
ADA requirements at wheelchair ramps, matching the streetscape
improvements with the intersection improvement design, and the
overall effect on the beautification of the corridor necessitates the
milling and overlay of the roadway for 650 feet of the project
length. Other streetscape elements would be constructed
throughout the corridor including the replacement of pedestrian
light luminaries, added streetlights, benches, street trees, concrete
pavers, and trash receptacles.

All construction activities would occur within the existing right-
of-way and no easements are to be required. The proposed
streetscape enhancement and reconstruction project would be
designed in accordance with the current regulations of the
Americans with Disabilities Act.
